2020 and 2021.

STOFNPROUN - STOCK DEVELOPMENT

2.2 milljdnum tonna arid 1994 i um 91 pus. tonn arid 2013. Engar maelingar eru til fyrir arin 2014-2018.

The biomass index from the acoustic surveys in 2013 indicated that the stock had declined to less than 5% of the estimates at
the beginning of the survey time-series in the early 1990s. No survey biomass estimates are available after 2013.

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HORFUR — PROSPECTS

Vegna mjog neikvaedrar prounar a stofnsteerd efri stofns Uthafskarfa hefur ICES radlagt, fra arinu 2010, ad ekki
skuli stunda beinar veidar ur stofninum.

The stock is at a very low level and there is no information on exploitation rates. ICES has therefore advised since 2010, on the
basis of the precautionary approach, that no directed fishery should be conducted.

GADI STOFNMATS — QUALITY OF ASSESSMENT

Stofnsteerd efri stofns Gthafskarfa var maeld med bergmalsmaelingum &rin 1991-2013. i leidéngrunum 2015 og
2018 reyndist ekki mogulegt ad fara yfir Gtbreidslusvaedi stofnsins. Arid 2015 drégu Russar sig Gt og arid 2018
drégu island og Pyskaland sig Gt tr stofnmaelingarleidongrum. Ekki er unnt ad fara yfir Gtbreidslusvaedi efri stofns
uthafskarfa a einungis einu eda tveimur skipum. Naesti leidangur er datladur sumarid 2021.

The assessment would benefit from consistent survey coverage and a recruitment index. There is no index of stock size since
2013. In 2015, Russia cancelled its participation in the survey and in 2018 Iceland and Germany cancelled participation. No
alternatives could be arranged to make up for the corresponding loss in survey coverage. The geographical distribution of the
shallow pelagic beaked redfish stock was therefore not covered. The next survey is scheduled in June/July 2021.

ADRAR UPPLYSINGAR — OTHER INFORMATION

ICES veitti ekki radgjof fyrir arid 2019. Radgjof fyrir arin 2020 og 2021 er s sama og var veitt arid 2018.
Nordaustur-Atlantshafsfiskveidinefndin (NEAFC) fer med stjéornun veidanna en ICES veitir radgjof. NEAFC hefur
fra drinu 2011 sampykkt ad engin veidi yrdi ur efri stofni Uthafskarfa par sem astand stofnsins er talid mjog slaemt.
Russar hafa métmaelt samkomulaginu og sett sér einhlida aflamark sem neer til beggja stofna uthafskarfa. Afli
hefur pvi verid umtalsvert meiri en radgjof.

There is no ICES advice for 2019. The advice for 2020 and 2021 is the same as the advice given for 2018. Shallow pelagic
beaked redfish is managed by North East Atlantic Fisheries Commission (NEAFC) but ICES is the advisory body. NEAFC has since
2011 agreed that no fishery should be conducted because of poor state of the stock. The Russian Federation objected this
agreement and has decided on a unilateral quota since 2011 that considered both redfish management units (shallow and
deep pelagic beaked redfish) as a single stock. Catches of shallow pelagic beaked redfish have for this reason exceed
recommended TAC significantly.
